Positioning of the storage bars:

Stops built into the column help you to align the storage bars correctly. Always observe the
maximum permissible angle tolerance. It is also important that the shelf strip is evenly loaded
by the weight. Observe these points to ensure long-lasting function.

Grooves in the cover caps allow a magazine slot to be retrofitted
without having to remove the cap. This means that a new
magazine slot can simply be inserted into the side of the device.

Before adding a new storage bar, it is advisable to check the available space on the
sensor rack to avoid possible collisions between the probes and sensors in use.
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
