Always clean up after your pet
and dispose of waste properly

Heat is one of the biggest challenges at
Assateague during the summer, there is no

natural shade on any campsites so plan ahead
and monitor your pet's health

Pets must be on a hand-held leash
that is no longer than 6 feet and

must be well-behaved at all times.

While walking your pet, be
aware of some native plants you

may encounter such as Prickly
Pear Cactus and Sandburs

which can injure your pet's feet
if stuck in the pads.
