HOMEGROWN INFORMATION SHEET 
 
This document summarizes the 2023 MLS Player Development Guidelines that administer MLS Club player 
development programs (and, as applicable, League competition) and answers many frequently asked questions.  
Please be advised that the League reserves the right to modify and/or create exceptions to the MLS Player 
Development Guidelines at any time, in its sole and absolute discretion.   
 
Homegrown Player Signings 

1. A player is eligible to be signed by MLS as a Homegrown Player if the MLS Club establishes and maintains: 

a. Homegrown Priority after the completion of at least twelve (12) continuous months registered with an 
MLS Club’s Academy or MLS Club’s NEXT Pro team which must occur from the year in which the 
Player turns fourteen (14) through the year in which he turns eighteen (18); and 

b. Homegrown Exclusivity by properly and accurately listing the player on its Homegrown Player List. 

2. MLS Club’s may retain the right to sign eligible former Academy players who have been offered a 
professional contract, gone to college, or signed a professional contract with the MLS Club in MLS NEXT 
Pro. 

3. If an Academy player who is not included on an MLS Club’s Homegrown Player List is recruited and 
chooses to register with another MLS Club, the new MLS Club may be required to provide specified 
compensation to the former MLS Club. MLS Clubs may negotiate varying terms.
