Rules and Guidelines

The “Rethink Recycling” Sculpture Contest will be held in the Montgomery Park auditorium at the
Maryland Department of the Environment Headquarters located at 1800 Washington Boulevard,
Baltimore, Maryland 21230 from 10 a.m. until 1 p.m. Light fare and beverages will be served.

® The contest is open to high school students only.

® Sculptures should be made from recycled or reused materials.

® One person per sculpture. If a sculpture has more than one person it will be up to the group to
determine how to distribute prizes awarded to the entry. There is only one prize per entry.

e Students do not need to be present at the event to enter the Sculpture Contest. However, it is the
responsibility of the participant to get his or her entry to and from the event.

e Tables will be provided for student entries. Feel free to bring your own cloth or drape for the table.
Signage will be provided to identify each student and their entry. Students will be asked to identify and
list the recycled and reused materials in their sculpture.

® Each participating student artist will be allowed to bring two guests.

e Sculptures can be delivered to MDE the day before the event or on the day of
the event. All sculptures should be set up by the start of the event at 10 a.m.
