Example tidal wetland project: 

 

Impact Type Impact Amount (sf)  Impact to Mitigation Ratio Debit (sf) 

Open water 5,000 1:1 5,000 

Vegetated wetland 5,000 2:1 10,000 

Total  10,000  15,000 

For the 10,000 sf of tidal impacts, the applicant has a mitigation debit of 15,000 sf. 

 

The applicant is proposing onsite wetland restoration and enhancement for their mitigation: 

Mitigation Activity Mitigation Amount 

(sf) 

Mitigation Type to Mitigation 

Credit Ratio 

Credit (sf) 

Restoration 7,000 1:1 7,000 

Enhancement 32,000 4:1 8,000 

Total  39,000  15,000
