* Compliance Monitoring Data Portal

* EPA’s electronic reporting portal, or a website that allows laboratories
and Public Water Systems (PWSs) to submit drinking water sample
results to MDE

* Developed by EPA to simplify electronic data submittal

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Why Use CMDP

e State receives high quality data electronically
* Sets national data standards and centralizes data submission

* Data is formatted for migration into the State Database. No manual
intervention needed.

e State report significant time savings related to data clean-up when
implementing CMDP
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Why Use CMDP, continued

* Users will get instant feedback on data quality through validation checks

* Validations check whether data submitted is in the correct format and
contains all required information

* Users may review and correct these errors after uploading an XML file or
entering data into the web form before data certification and submittal.

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Why Use CMDP, continued

* Labs/PWS and State representative receive notification that data has
been received (not lost in the mail)

 CMDP provides secure data transmittal and is compliant with EPA’s
Cross Media Electronic Reporting Rule (CROMERR)

* Can be accessed 24 hours a day

e Quick turnaround time
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Shared CROMERR Services (SCS)

* SCS is where users will register for an account and use those
credentials to log into CMDP
