U:  Uncommon; present in proper habitat, but more local and/or less
numerous.

0:  Occasional; occurrence usually annual, but in very low numbers.

R:  Rare; found at intervals of 1 to 5 years. Species that are not rare

on an annual basis, but found out of season at a frequency of 4 or
more times, are marked "R” for that season.
Nests or has nested in area.
