This request takes into account that the 2008 Employment Guidelines may change
substantially and, for that occasion, the European Parliament should be given the necessary
time to fully implement its consultation role, as defined in Article 128 (2) of the Treaty
establishing the European Community.

EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

The draftsperson and the coordinators of the Committee on Employment and Social Affairs
decided to put forward only a "procedural amendment" with reference to the Parliament's
right for a proper consultation on the next Employment Guidelines. This request takes into
account that the 2008 Employment Guidelines may change substantially and, for that
occasion, the European Parliament should be given the necessary time to fully implement its
consultation role, as defined in Article 128 (2) of the Treaty establishing the European
Community.

Launched in 2005 with the revision of the Lisbon strategy, the new three year cycle of
governance, which brings the Employment Guidelines (EGs) and the Broad Economics Policy
Guidelines (BEPGs) together, allows Member states to tailor the national Lisbon programmes
to cater for their national situations.

This year assessment of the national reform programmes by the Commission shows that
employment is increasing and unemployment falling. However, productivity growth and
quality of jobs remain below Europe's needs. Indeed, despite that the Implementation Reports
demonstrate that Member States have taken many of the necessary steps to implement the
programmes, only a few Member States have adopted a fully integrated "lifecycle approach"
to employment. More efforts are needed to hit the target agreed last year for every young
person who has left school or university to be offered a job, training or other employability
measure within six months of becoming unemployed. Gender gaps remain also wide and
availability of affordable child care is still a problem in a number of Member States which
makes it more difficult to reconcile work and private life. Moreover, Member States are
showing limited progress on modernising their employment protection legislation.

Taking into account this overall situation, the draftsperson believes that the European
Parliament would enhance its contribution to a better governance of the Lisbon strategy if the
necessary time (and no less than five months) is given to the EP to fully implement its
consultation role in drawing up guidelines which Member states shall take into account in
their employment policies. Moreover, considering that the Community institutions, including
the European Parliament, now need to be more assertive in pointing out weaknesses in
Member state reform programmes, the EP could play a more extensive role in monitoring
Member State progress. With regard to country-specific recommendations, the issues the EP
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might raise is what circumstances and in what form nationally-tailored recommendation could
be most useful. As one of the key actors in the political process, the European Parliament has
also the political power to intensify its efforts to raise the quality of the public debate on
economic reform and to foster employment.
