This is in partial response to your request dated December 13, 2016 under the Freedom of
Information Act seeking access to documents pertaining to the distribution of money pertaining
to the Herbalife redress matter, specifically:

e Documents reflecting the date that funds were received by the FTC (Category 1);

e Documents discussing the distribution of funds, including any correspondence to/from
the Commission discussing the distribution of funds (Category 2);

e Documents discussing the timing of any distribution of funds (Category 3);

e Documents discussing alternate potential uses of the funds (e.g., rather than consumer
refunds using the money for consumer education) (Category 4); and

e Any other documents related to the use of the funds obtained from the Herbalife entities
(Category 9).

With respect to Category 1, we located one responsive record. With respect to Category 4,
there are no responsive records. You are granted full access to the responsive record.

We have exhausted your fee agreement of $250. Your request will be placed on hold until
your fee agreement is increased.
