Challenge: Database selection is often subjective and opportunistic,
based on pre-conceived notions of data acceptability

Objective: Provide objective criteria with pre-specified decision
thresholds for identifying candidate databases across a network that
may be eligible for contributing to an analysis, without requiring direct
data access

Approach: Using only aggregated summary statistics from each data
partner (via ACHILLES), assess data fitness-for-use in terms of patient
demographics, domain coverage, longitudinality, and capture of
target/comparator/outcome
