Exception to the Normal Fee Structure: Requests requiring specialized IT support or
similar resources may require other rates than those listed above.

The Agency may require a deposit for fees (not to exceed 25% of total reasonably
anticipated costs) once it provides a final determination. The State FOIA Coordinator
may waive or reduce the charges if he determines that waiver or reduction of the fee is
in the public interest because furnishing the information can be considered as primarily
benefiting the general public.
