1. Supports T3 series robots.

3. Supports multiple EZ Modules robots on one drive unit.

Vision Guide
4. Added support for using PC image files on a Compact Vision system. VSet
ImageFile can now have a path on the PC. The full path must be specified in the
VSet statement. CV firmware 2.3.2.5 or greater must be used.

Simulator

5. Added ability to specify the position and orientation offset for the selected edge in
CAD to Point.

6. When the connection vertices between the edges match, the display color of the
connection vertices is changed in CAD to Point. When both position and
orientation match, connection vertices will be displayed in green, and if the
position only matches, they will be displayed in light blue.

What’s Fixed in version 7.3.1

1. Fixed hot keys for the Run window for Pause and Continue.

2. Fixed a problem where VRun executed slowly when using a CV camera if there
was no video displayed on the Run window or Operator window.

3. Fixed a problem where if the Vision Guide window was open and the Vision
toolbar button or Tools | Vision was selected, then the Vision Guide window was
closed and re-opened.

4. Fixed a problem where if a sequence was in run mode, single clicking the
sequence in the flow chart or tree after selecting an object caused the sequence to
change to design mode.

Fixed a problem for when the Vision Guide window was opened while a program
is running, the sequence and object results were not being updated.

Added Run object selection for right click menu of flow chart and tree.

Fixed a problem where Teach and Cancel button functionalities were reversed for
conveyor tracking calibration when teaching robot points. When teaching a
robot point, you had to click Cancel to actually teach the point.

Fixed a problem when a new sequence is created which copies another sequence
that has one or more Arcinspector objects.
