Exercise the utmost caution so that
none of the discharge gets near your
eyes. Immediately rinse the affected
area with running water if any of the
discharge has entered the eyes.

Use of Batteries

When installing or replacing batteries, always
turn off the power on this unit and disconnect
any other devices you may have connected. This
way, you can prevent malfunction and/or
damage to speakers or other devices.

A battery is supplied with the unit. The life of
this battery may be limited, however, since its
primary purpose was to enable testing.

Before connecting this unit to other devices, turn
off the power to all units. This will help prevent
malfunctions and/or damage to speakers or
other devices.

Installing the
battery

—

1. Turn the portion marked by the

—

circle in the direction indicated by
the arrow, and remove the cover.

2. Insert the battery as shown on the

label affixed to the microphone.

Removing the
battery

1. By inserting a small screwdriver or

similar object, push on the battery
through the two holes at the back
of the battery compartment, so the
battery pops out.

Placement

Using the unit near power amplifiers (or other
equipment containing large power transformers)
may induce hum. To alleviate the problem,
change the orientation of this unit; or move it
farther away from the source of interference.

Noise may be produced if wireless communica-
tions devices, such as cell phones, are operated
in the vicinity of this unit. Such noise could
occur when receiving or initiating a call, or
while conversing. Should you experience such
problems, you should relocate such wireless
devices so they are at a greater distance from
this unit, or switch them off.

When moved from one location to another
where the temperature and/or humidity is very
different, water droplets (condensation) may
form inside the unit. Damage or malfunction
may result if you attempt to use the unit in this
condition. Therefore, before using the unit, you
must allow it to stand for several hours, until the
condensation has completely evaporated.

Maintenance

For everyday cleaning wipe the unit with a soft,
dry cloth or one that has been slightly
dampened with water. To remove stubborn dirt,
use a cloth impregnated with a mild, non-
abrasive detergent. Afterwards, be sure to wipe
the unit thoroughly with a soft, dry cloth.

Never use benzine, thinners, alcohol or solvents
of any kind, to avoid the possibility of discolor-
ation and/or deformation.

Additional Precautions

When connecting / disconnecting all cables,
grasp the connector itself—never pull on the
cable. This way you will avoid causing shorts, or
damage to the cable’s internal elements.

To avoid disturbing your neighbors, try to keep
the unit’s volume at reasonable levels (especially
when it is late at night).

Howling could be produced depending on
the location of microphones relative to
speakers. This can be remedied by:

1. Changing the orientation of the micro-
phone(s).

2. Relocating microphone(s) at a greater
distance from speakers.

3. Lowering volume levels.
