Assembling the drum throne

* To prevent the upper tube from falling down, turn
the tripod upside down when you pull out the upper
tube.

* Hold the tripod by its rubber feet and pull outward
to spread it open. Then, grasp the area shown in
gray and pull it all the way up.

2. Pull the upper tube eout of the tripod e .

4. Fit the seat 0 onto the upper tube e, and

turn the T-bolt e to fasten it firmly.

tripod 0, and insert the square bolt 0 all
the way into the hole of the tripod 0 .
