+ Do not expose the product to direct sunlight, place it near devices that
radiate heat, leave it inside an enclosed vehicle, or otherwise subject it to
temperature extremes. Excessive heat can deform or discolor the product.

+  Never use benzine, thinners, alcohol or solvents of any kind, to avoid the
possibility of discoloration and/or deformation.

+ Do not launder or wash the entire cover.

+  Foreveryday cleaning wipe the product with a soft, dry cloth or one that has
been slightly dampened with water. To remove stubborn dirt, use a cloth
impregnated with a mild, non-abrasive detergent. Afterwards, be sure to
wipe the product thoroughly with a soft, dry cloth.

1 « Detach the strap from the MICRO 4- Attach the strap.
