How Leg Pipes Are Spread

Loosen hand knobs “A” (two locations) and spread open the left
and right legs of the stand as shown in the illustration (Fig. 1).

Loosen the hand knob of snare pipe “B,” and pull out the snare
pipe in the direction of the place where the drummer sits.

Adjust pad mounts “C” (four locations) as shown in the
illustration (Fig. 1).

4. Attach cymbal mounts “D” (three locations) as shown in the illustration (Fig. 1).

If the stand wobbles, loosen hand knobs “E” (two locations) and adjust the height.
* Do NOT loosen any bolts other than hand knobs except when changing the parts or cables for repairing.
