SALTO Network activities were hosted in 35 coun-
tries, the most popular were: France (14), Belgium (7),
Georgia (7), Hungary (6), Turkey (6), Ukraine (6), UK
(5), Russia (5), Macedonia (5), Portugal (4), Spain (4),
Montenegro (4) and Poland (3).

In 2010 around 2180 participants took part in all
above 114 SALTO activities (2140 in 2009).
